ADMISSION PoLicy AND STUDENT PLACEMENT

COURSE STRUCTURE

Nursery through Grade 10

ENROLLMENT AGE

STANDARD ADMISSION

A student who reaches the appropriate age for the year level by September 1 of the academic year is eligible for

standard admission.

EXCEPTIONAL ADMISSION

A student whose birthday is on or after September 1st of that academic year can enroll in Nursery class from the

time s/he turns 1 year old. However, these students will stay in the Nursery class for the following academic
year.

ENROLLMENT TIME

Most children are admitted by August, but if vacancies exist, the school will admit students throughout the year.

e Parents whose children enroll during the year might be asked to pick their child up before nap time until
s/he feels comfortable with the classroom environment. This may take 1to 3 weeks.

ADMISSION REQUIREMENTS AND STUDENT PLACEMENT

e All prospective students must first complete an application form.
e Students may apply up to one year before the proposed starting date.

e The completed application form, with the student’s photo and other documents specified by the school, should
be returned to the Admissions Office online, by mail, or in person.

e Upon submission of the completed application form, students will need to undergo an assessment and trial.

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o Our admissions committee will review the application following our admissions criteria.

The admissions criteria include:

English language proficiency (Preschool and up)
Previous school records

Availability of parental support

Behavior and maturity

Children entering the Nursery class must be able to walk.

Families will be notified as soon as possible of admission decisions, and it is at this stage that actual registration can
take place. Once a place has been offered, the family has a limited time, specified by the school, to accept it.

PLEASE NOTE: No application can be processed until all documents requested by the school have been
submitted. The receipt of an application form does not imply automatic acceptance.

ENROLLMENT INTERVIEW AND ASSESSMENT

All students must go through an in-class interview to be accepted into AlS. A placement assessment helps us
determine the placement and whether English as an additional language (EAL) or other specialized assistance is
required. Students will be asked to come for a full/half-day trial. As a part of the application process, parents
must sit for the enrollment interview, which is to ensure the school’s philosophy and programs match parents’
educational beliefs and expectations.

FACTORS THAT CONTRIBUTE TO ACCEPTANCE DEPENDING ON THE YEAR ARE;

PRrRESCHOOL

Ability to separate from parents, social maturity, self-help skills, language ability, fine and gross motor skills, and
the current makeup of the class. Students must be toilet-trained.

PRrRE-KINDER AND KINDERGARTEN

Ability to separate from parents, social maturity, self-help skills, language ability, fine and gross motor skills,
academic ability, and the current makeup of the class.

PriMARY & MiDDLE ScHOOL(PYP & MYP)

Age-appropriate social skills, language ability, academic ability, and the current makeup of the class.

These are the basic elements to be considered for enrollment. Other factors, including the male/female ratio and
whether parents can understand and comply with the school’s rules and policies, are also taken into consideration.

Only when all documents are completed and the interview has taken place will a final judgment about the child’s
enrollment be complete.

[t is our great responsibility to ensure that applicants for admission to ALS have a reasonable chance of success in
the courses we offer. To this end, our school has a set of basic prerequisites for candidates applying to our B
Diploma Programmes.

The Diploma Programme is a challenging programme — there is no guarantee for students whether they will
succeed or not. It is a 2-year course that rarely tolerates a slow start, and it challenges students to find an
achievable HL / SL mix of subjects.

The admission process of the Diploma Programme addresses both internal and external candidates. Internal

candidates are those students who are already members of the AIS Middle Years Programme, while external
candidates are students who are applying to enter ALS at the beginning or in the middle of the 11th grade.

INTERNAL STUDENTS

A minimum final achievement score of 4 in each of the following subject groups: Language & Literature,
[Individuals & Societies, Science, and Maths (an average score will apply if a student is enrolled in multiple subjects
within a subject group)

Completing personal projects and services as action requirements.

When the above criteria are not met, after specific counseling with the DP Coordinator, a student may enter
individual subjects or the full Diploma course on a provisional basis (subject to ongoing review and sustained
academic performance and demonstrable action and development across their Learner Profile)

EXTERNAL MYP STUDENTS

Since English is our language of instruction, we require students to be fluent in English (both in reading, writing,
and speaking) to enroll in a full Diploma Programme at AlS.

Any student who does not meet the basic requirements listed may be accepted based on the discretion of the
Head of School/Diploma Coordinator.

EXTERNAL DP STUDENTS

Students who transfer from other IBDP schools are welcome to enroll in AlS until the end of the first term. AIS
will work closely with parents and the student's previous DP coordinator to ensure as smooth a transition as
possible.

Where an appropriate subject or level is not available at AlS, parents may need to pay the cost of tutoring or an
online course.

COURSE DESCRIPTION

Only the Nursery has 3, 4, or 5-day course options. For the 3 or 4-day courses, once the dates are chosen by the
parents, there are no make-up lessons for absent days. AlS encourages parents to choose a 5-day course. Since the
curriculum is geared towards a 5-day school week, students who elect the former option are responsible for any work
missed to keep up with their peers. For 3-4 day courses, once the days are chosen, substitutes are not possible. But, to
be able to change the selected days, one month's notice is requested. ALS considers the application. If the space is not
available, the request might be rejected by the school. However, if an event is not on the selected day, parents can
request a change to attend that event.

The courses for Nursery are designed based on the EYFS curriculum, therefore, in addition to English, there are also
Maths, Art, Music, and various other subjects taught throughout the school year. Parents are highly encouraged to
choose the 5-day option since it covers all topics, and the progression of the class will be day-to-day without gaps.

2 3-4 day courses are available for Nursery class only.

HALF-DAY COURSE FOR NURSERY C1ASS:

The Half-Day course aims to provide students with a smooth transition to the normal course. It is only for the
Nursery class. Half-day and normal course students share the same classroom. Half-day course students will be
dismissed after lunchtime.

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Half-day course capacity depends on the availability and operational needs of the school and is subject to change
when needed. Normal course applicants will be given priority in terms of capacity during enrolment. Applying for an
extra day is possible. If it is at least 3 days in advance. The office will inform you about the result of your inquiry.

CHANGING COURSE FROM SHORT TO NORMAL:

Change from a short course to a normal course is possible and encouraged. The change from the normal course to
the short course is not provided.

Changing the course in the middle of the term is possible depending on the availability. Please inquire about the
availability of the office by the 10th of the previous month.

EARLY ARRIVALS & AFTER-SCHOOL CARE (EXTRA FEE APPLIES)

We offer early and after-school care services to support parents.

EARLY ARRIVALS: 8:00~ 8:30

To accommodate the needs of parents, we offer an Early Arrival service. We provide supervision so that students can
get to school early and are ready to settle down for the start of the school day. Advance reservations for this service
are required. (30 min counting)

A fee is applicable; please see the Fees section for more details.

AFTER-ScHOOL CARE SeRvICE: 15:30~18:00

The After-School Care service provides reliable care after the normal school day. Advance reservations for this service
are required. Parents may pick up their children at any time during the After School Care period; however, there will be
no reduction or pre-calculating of the fee (30 min counting). Parents should pick up their children by 15:30.

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ALS ENGLISH AS AN ADDITIONAL LANGUAGE (EAL) PROGRAM

Abroad International School is proud of offering stronger language support to its students. We encourage students to
communicate in English at school. To maintain an English-speaking environment, we provide EAL support for
students whose level is below the class expectations. Here are the details of the program;

The aim of this program is to improve students’ language level to meet the class expectations and to
understand the instructions.

This program is for students whose English level is below the class expectations in Primary and Secondary
school classes.

EAL need is determined after the enrollment assessment by the PYP coordinator, MYP/DP coordinator, class
teacher, EAL coordinator, and Head of School.

According to the result of the assessment, the EAL program might be mandatory for new students to maintain
the class’s English level.

The schedule of the program is arranged according to the teacher's availability and the class's weekly
schedule.

The total fee is 150,000 yen per term.

There might be an additional material fee if it is needed.

There is no enrollment or application fee needed.

The content of the lesson is adjusted to the student’s needs and English level.

FEEes Policy

Fees are reviewed annually by the school board. The school fees consist of an application fee, enrollment fee, tuition
fee, materials fee, and maintenance fee. All fees should be remitted in Japanese Yen.

APPLICATION FEE

Application Fee is JPY 21,500 (one-time payment per student, non-refundable) and is payable within one week from the
confirmation of the student’s admission to the AIS. Students will not be allowed to have an interview unless the fee is

paid.

ENROLLMENT FEE

The enrollment fee is JPY 200,000 (one-time payment per student) and is payable within one week from the
confirmation of the student’s admission to the AIS. Students will not be allowed to attend classes unless the fee is paid.

Payments are not refundable for any reason.

BunbinG FEE

The Building Fee is a mandatory, one-time, non-refundable fee payable once a student’s place at the school has been
offered and accepted. It applies to both newly admitted students and those returning after an absence of one year or
longer. The fee is designated for major building projects, property acquisition, new construction, campus expansion,
and significant infrastructure improvements.

Maintenance fee (yearly payment per student) is paid with the first installment and is not refundable for any reason.

MATERIAL FEE

Material Fee (yearly payment per student) covers the cost of course materials and supplies the student uses, special
costs associated with the use of school-owned equipment, online educational sites which are used for educational
purposes, and/or the cost of other services that provide educational benefit to the student. Payments are not
refundable for any reason.

UNIrorm FEE

A school uniform will be compulsory for all students. The uniforms can be ordered throughout the year. The overall
cost will depend on the number of items ordered. Summer and winter uniforms will be compulsory. The school bag is
optional (an Abroad school bag, a Randoseru, or a regular bag). The total fee will be paid with the enroliment fee.

Students must wear a uniform all day.

Payments are not refundable for any reason.

When uniforms are on backorder, students must wear clothing that is as similar to the uniform as possible until the
actual uniform arrives. Please allow at least two weeks for delivery.

LuNcH Fee

Parents are asked to provide lunches for their child; however, a school lunch can be ordered from the school on a
monthly basis. The lunch menu is delivered monthly, and parents are asked to choose which day they would like to
order lunch. The lunch fee is per meal and paid monthly. Payments are not refundable for any reason. Please check the
fee chart.

Day CAre

The day care fee will be calculated on the basis of 650 yen for every 30 minutes. However, if a parent would like to have
day care service for his/her child every day, in case of a monthly payment, the amount will be 3,500 yen/30
min/month. In case of emergency, we can provide day care, but the fee will be 1200 yen/30 min instead of the regular
fee. Payment won’t be refundable for any reason.

There is an additional charge for extended day care and for pick-up after 3:30 p.m. (JPY 1, 200 per 30 min)

During the school holiday periods throughout the year, the school offers a full-day day care service. Please check the
school calendar for the dates.

LATE PAYMENT

If the tuition payment cannot be made on the designated date, payment should be made by bank transfer within a week.
If the payment is not made, the student will not be able to join the class.

OTHER FEES

In addition to the fees stated above, you might be asked to pay the cost of school field trips and events.. Prices vary
depending on the field trip or activity. Parents will be informed in advance by email.

REFUND OF FEES

No refund of tuition in part or whole for the term shall be granted except in the case when a student does not attend
school at all during the term. However, in case of complete absence, the withdrawal form is required at least one month
before the term starts.

Please note that enrolment fees, maintenance fees, building fees, and application fees are not refundable even in the
case of complete absence.

TEMPORARY WITHDRAWAL OR LONG VACATION

In case of temporary withdrawal or long vacation, please refer to the following guidelines:

e For ALL students, parents are required to pay the full tuition fee if they want their child’s seat kept. Otherwise, a
new student may enroll in the vacant seat.

e [f a student is absent from school for more than one year, the enrollment fee will be required.

e If you take a leave of absence, you may be required to take the assessment test again.

RENEWAL OF ENROLMENT

Unless otherwise stated, your child’s seat is kept for the following term/year. Please make the payment for each term by
the designated dates.
